From the Street Department:
Snow Routes and Rigluf-Way Obstructions

The Street Department Manager asks residents to
wait to shovel the end of driveways until the plows
have been down the street. Waiting will avoid the
need to shovel again.

Please remember that it is against city code to
shovel snow into the street. Doing so only slows
down the process of clearing the streets.

The city code also asks residents not to rake leaves
or landscape debris into the street. Leaves in the
streets will cause the storm sewers to back up when it
rains.

A Parking Ban on all West Peoria streets will be in
effect whenever two or more inches of snow is pre-
dicted, according to City Ordinance #200617.

Winter Is Coming! Please remember that all
streets in West Peoria are emergency snow routes.
The following is the snow route/ parking code:

SECTION 33-5 NO PARKING SNOW ROUTES

All streets within the corporate limits of the City of
West Peoria are hereby designated as emergency
snow routes. It shall be unlawful to park any vehicles
on these streets at any time within twelve (12) hours
after a snowfall of two (2) or more inches. Where
there has been a snow forecast of two (2) or more
inches for any calendar day, it shall be unlawful to
park any vehicles on any of these streets for that cal-
endar day.

The Street Department Manager shall be author-
ized to take the necessary actions to have those vehi-
cles which are parked on streets designated as snow
routes in violation of the provisions of this Section
