District Governor, a position which he has held since 

July 2008.  His term will end in July 2009.  Illinois

in Rock Island, Mercer, Henry, Tazewell, Peoria, 

Fulton, Knox, Stark, Warren, Henderson, 

McDonough, and part of Hancock counties. 

    òService from the Heart,ó McCarterõs theme as 

District Governor, epitomizes his dedication to the 

Lions and to the community of West Peoria.  From 

1989, when McCarter first joined the West Peoria 

Lions, he has served in several capacities and has 

received several honors.   

   Having served as WP Lions secretary and director, 

McCarter became the clubõs president in 1992 and 

served on the governorõs cabinet in 1993-94 and 

returned to the cabinet in 2000.  He is a Melvin 

Jones Fellowñan honor awarded to those with 

outstanding contributions to the Lions and named 

after the founder of Lionismñand he is an Eighth 

Level Sustaining Supporter.  In 1992-93, he received 

the Lions International President Certificate of 

Appreciation.  He was a 2006 graduate of the Lions 

International Senior Lions Leadership Institute and 

received a Lions International Presidents 

Distinguished Leadership Award in 2006-07. 

    As the time for West Peoriaõs Fourth of July 

parade approaches, McCarter will once again be 

reminded of the first time he attended the West

   During the early weeks of this spring, residents be-

gan to notice that the gates at St. Joseph (on Head-

ing) and St. Maryõs (on Sterling) Cemeteries were not 

being locked at night.  Like so many who are feeling 

the impact of these hard economic times, the Roman 

Catholic Churchñwhich owns these two proper-

tiesñhas found it necessary to make some financial 

cuts.  Therefore, the position of gatekeeper was 

eliminated, thus creating this potential for crime in 

the area. 

   A couple of local volunteers are currently locking 

and unlocking the gates at St. Maryõs until a more 

permanent solution can be found.  However, the 

gates at St. Joseph remain open, day and night.  

Anyone interested in being responsible for locking 

and unlocking the St. Josephõs gates, please contact 

Deacon Bob Meyers at 691-5889 from 9 a.m. to 4 

p.m. at his office or contact a member of the WPRA 

Board of Directors.  Such help would be considered 

just a temporary solution. 

   The WPRA Board will be sending a letter to the 

Catholic Church officials, asking that they reconsider 

their decision and seek a way to make sure the gates 

are closed at night.  We are concerned about the 

safety of our neighborhoods, which we believe is en-

hanced by the fencing around these cemeteries and 

the gates that have always been locked at night. 

   We ask residents to consider writing a letter ex-

pressing these concerns about the security of our 

community to:

John Carlson, City Administrator: 

The duties and responsibilities of the City Administra-

tor include acting as Assistant to the Mayor, Budget 

Officer, Chief Administrative Officer of the City, and 

overseer of the Planning Commission and the Zoning 

Board of Appeals.  The City Administrator manages 

all personnel-related issues at City Hall as well as all 

directives, policies, practices, and procedures estab-

lished by the City Council.   

Gene Pratt, Planning and Community Development 

Coordinator: 

The goal of the Planning and Development Office is 

to foster economic growth and an improved quality 

of life in West Peoria by encouraging the creation 

and attraction of new businesses, the retention and 

expansion of existing businesses, new job creation 

and a more diversified tax base.  The Planning and 

Community Development Coordinator works closely 

with the Plan Commission, the Land Use Committee, 

and the Zoning Officer on future development 

throughout the City.   

Dan Sullivan, Code Enforcement/Zoning Officer 

The city of West Peoria has a part-time Code En-

forcement and Zoning Officer and a temporary 

Code Enforcement Officer.  The role of the code en-

forcement officer is to work with the members of the 

community to keep West Peoria clean and safe.  The 

City encourages communication and cooperation 

with residents to help eliminate any problems or con-

cerns.  The Zoning Officerõs goal is to ensure that all 

new buildings and structures in West Peoria meet the 

proper city requirements and regulations.

The City Clerk keeps all records and reports as re-

quired by statute or ordinance.  The clerk keeps on 

file all bonds and oaths of city officials and person-

nel, is custodian of the city seal, and gives notice, 

attends, and keeps the proceedings of all meetings 

of the City Council.  The clerk registers voters and 

carries out all duties relating to municipal elections.  

Freedom of Information Act inquiries and liquor li-

censes are also handled by the City Clerk.

Responsibilities and duties include all activities re-

lated to the receipt and collection of revenue, the 

safekeeping and investment of revenue, and an ac-

curate accounting for and the disbursement of reve-

nue.

Items available at City Hall (Monday - Friday ð 8 

a.m. to 5 p.m.: 

¶ New Residents may pick up a Welcome Packet. 

¶ òPlant PrideéNot Litteró signs are available. 

¶ House numbers to be placed at the rear of 

homes (on back doors, back fences, or backs of 

garages) are available. These numbers are help-

ful in emergency situations such as ambulance 

and fire calls. 

Reminders from the Code Enforcement desk and 

from Waste Managementñsome guidelines for 

cleaning up your yard and keeping your neighbor-

hood clean during the spring and summer months: 

¶ Residents are responsible for maintaining a clean 

area from the middle of the street to the middle 

of the alley. 

¶ Landscape Waste Pickup is included in your 

Waste Management bill and is picked up every 

Friday at the curb.  Be sure to check your section 

of the alleyway for branches, weeds, trash, etc.  

Lawn waste must be kept separate from other 

trash and placed in proper lawn waste bags or 

containers marked for landscape waste.  Limbs 

must be cut into lengths no longer than five feet 

and bundled with twine or rope for removal. 

¶ Residents must keep their section of the alley free 

of trash and keep the grass mowed and the 

weeds trimmed at all times. 

¶ Garbage must be kept in a garbage can with a 

tight-fitting lid.  Plastic bags are not allowed to 

replace trash containers or to be used for lawn 

waste.  Trash on the ground must be cleaned up 

as soon as possible to prevent rodent problems. 

¶ Please make sure to clean up after your animals. 

Animal waste attracts rats and other rodents 

¶ As of October 2007, there is no burning of any 

type of waste (landscape waste, garbage, etc.) in 

West Peoria. 

¶ All trash pickup is now at the curb, with the ex-

   All information is confidential. Names are not 

needed when reporting a violation. 

Procedure for pick up of downed tree limbs due to 

stormsña reminder by the Street Department of 

West Peoriaõs policy: 

¶ Limbs from storm-damaged trees will be picked 

up the week following the storm during regular 

working hours 7 a.m. ð 4 p.m. 

¶ Limbs should not be larger than 4 inches in di-

ameter. All limbs should be pulled to the curb 

with the cut ends pointed in the same direction 

and in small piles (3-4 feet high). 

¶ Limbs or tree parts larger than 4 inches in diame-

ter should be cut in pieces no longer than 5 feet 

and weight not more than 50 pounds and placed 

at the curb. 

¶ No bagged or piles of leaves or other debris will 

be collected. 

¶ Do not put limbs or other tree parts in the alleys. 

¶ All limbs or tree parts from trees on city property 

will be taken care of by the city. 

¶ All limbs and tree parts must be placed at the 

curb within 10 days following the storm for the 

city to pick up. 

¶ In special circumstances, please call City Hall at 

674-1993. 

Residential Paint Reimbursement Program 

   There are still funds available for this program, 

which offers reimbursement of paint costs to residents 

who wish to paint the exterior of their homes or ac-

cessory structures (sheds, storage units, or garages).  

    Reimbursement will be granted for exterior paint 

only. Participants who purchase paint in West Peoria 

will receive reimbursement of 50 percent of total 

paint costs, up to a maximum of $250. If the paint is 

not purchased in West Peoria, the maximum amount 

reimbursed will be 30 percent of total paint costs, up 

to $250.   

   Paint is available in West Peoria at Ace Hardware 

at 2504 W. Rohmann Avenue.  Residents will be re-

imbursed upon completion of the project and sub-

mission of receipts. 

  Residents can pick up a copy of the guidelines and 

an application at West Peoria City Hall, 2506 W. 

Rohmann Avenue.  They are also available on the 

City Website: www.cityofwestpeoria.com. If you have 

any questions, call City Hall; at 674-1993.

   According to West Peoriaõs Neighborhood Watch, 

the County Sheriffõs Department statistics show that 

crime in West Peoria has been substantially lower for 

the past couple of years.  However, this spring seven 

reports of theft from vehicles were reported.  In each 

case, the vehicles were not locked. 

   Remember to follow these preventive measures to 

protect your property from crime: 

¶ Lock vehicles even when parked in a garage. 

¶ Keep all means of entry to homes, garages, and 

cars locked at all times. 

¶ Turn on all exterior and interior lights (front and 

back) at the appropriate times as a safeguard 

against break-ins.   

¶ Call 911 immediately if you see suspicious 

persons or vehicles in your neighborhood.

Whatõs Been Happeninõ 

Government Day in the City of West Peoria 

and West Peoria Township 

   Government Day, sponsored by the city of West 

Peoria and West Peoria Township, was held on April 

17, 2009, at West Peoria City Hall.  Students from 

Calvin Coolidge Middle School (15), St. Markõs 

Grade School (11), Manual High School (11), and 

Notre Dame (9) participated in mock city council 

meetings.  There was a morning session from 9:15 

a.m. to 12:15 p.m. for the 26 middle students and 

an afternoon session from 12:30 p.m. to 2:15 p.m. 

for the 20 high school students. 

   In advance preparation for this event, each school 

had selected students to serve as government offi-

cials including a mayor, a city clerk, a city treasurer, 

a city administrator, a city attorney, and eight alder-

men.  Each student received a packet with informa-

tion about the city of West Peoria and a job descrip-

tion for each of the city officials. 

   West Peoria Mayor James Dillon began each ses-

sion by explaining to the students the duties of the 

mayor and city council members.  West Peoria City 

Clerk Carol Stephens described the duties of city 

clerk.   

   At the beginning of the mock city council meeting, 

the mock mayor invited everyone to stand for the 

Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.  The mock city clerk 

then called roll.  Then the mock city officials were 

given an agenda that included two ordinances to be 

discussed and voted on. 

   Middle school students from Calvin Coolidge and 

St. Markõs were presented with Ordinance #2009-

09, which would require all bicyclists to wear bicycle 

helmets while riding in West Peoria, and Ordinance 

#2009 -10, which would create a 9 p.m. week day 

curfew and a 11 p.m. weekend curfew for young 

people from ages 13 to 17. 

   High school students from Manual and Notre 

Dame were presented with Ordinance #2009-04, 

which would permit high school drivers to have only 

one underage passenger present in the car while 

driving, and Ordinance #2009-10, which would 

ban all cell phone use while driving. 

   All four topics generated considerable discussion 

before a vote was taken. 

   Eleven of the participants, who were eighteen years 

old, registered to vote while at City Hall.  Now they 

are ready to vote in West Peoriaõs next òrealó elec-

tion. 

   Each group of students spent the other half of their 

day at the West Peoria City Garage, where township 

officials explained township government to the stu-

dents. 

   Marge Maroon took group pictures of students 

from each school as well as pictures of each student 

with Mayor Dillon.  Each school will receive copies of 

these photos. 

  Of course, refreshments were served:  donuts, milk, 

and orange juice in the morning and pizza and soda 

for lunch, which was served at the city garage.
