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Babu Condominium Project

Developer Prakash Babu has presented the city of
West Peoria with a proposal to build a condominium
complex on the land adjacent to the Hindu Temple
of Central lllinois, which is located at the end of Prai-
rie Lane off Farmington Road. lllinois law allows a
city to enter into a preannexation agreement for
property that is within 1.5 miles of its planning juris-
diction but not within its borders.

The city of West Peoria has prepared to enter into
this preannexation agreement with the owners of
these 50 acres of land, which is located off Prairie
Lane in Limestone Township. This first step was
taken on August 26, 2009, with a joint public hear-
ing held with the West Peoria Plan Commission and
the Zoning Board of Appeals to consider a zoning
change and special use request for this land. The
Plan Commission approved the zoning change from
agricultural to R2 residential. The Zoning Board of
Appeals approved the request for a Planned Use De-
velopment special use permit for the property.

The second step will be for the cities of Peoria and
West Peoria to vote to approve an Intergovernmental
Boundary Agreement with regard to the property. In
addition, the city of West Peoria will hold a public
hearing to consider the Annexation Agreement.

The approval of the Annexation Agreement will al-
low Mr. Babu to move forward with his proposal to
build a condominium complex, beginning with the
construction of three 12unit buildings. The next
phase of this project would be to expand to as many
as 179 units. The project also includes provisions
for a new $1.7 million access road off Kickapoo
Creek Road to lead up the bluff to the new condo-
miniums and for improved water and sewer systems.
