With a current membership of 100, the Peoria
County Genealogical Society was chartered in April
1973 with seventy members. Some of the members
have moved to other states but wish to stay con;
nected to the Peoria County area through the work
of this society.

Meetings of this society highlight various accountg
of history of the Peoria area, the state of lllinois, and
the United State$ especially historical events related
to central lllinois.  These meetingsopen to the
publici are held on the second Thursday of every
month except July, August, and December at 7 p.m,
at 101 State Street.

The society's main purpose is to preserve, perpetu
ate, and replicate the records of our ancestors, with
Peoria County being the primary area of concern.

Besides a collection of books, the society maintains
a variety of sources of genealogical information such
as family histories, Peoria County cemetery transcrip
tions, funeral home records, city directories, and
newspapers on microfilm. Also, various records from
other states are available. Family Bibles are very
prolific sources of family histories. The society has
an ongoing Bible Records Project for which all Biblg
genealogical information is welcome.

These collections are usually available for research
at the downtown Peoria Public Library in the Geneal;
ogy Room. However, until the remodeling of the
new library is finished, these records are temporarily
housed at 101 State Street (north of the U. S. Post
Office).

This year the lllinois State Genealogical Society
Fall Conference will be held in Peoria at the Hotel
Pere Marquette on October 23, 2010. This confer-
ence will feature great speakers and exhibits, net
working opportunities, and also a Youth Workshop
for ages 1215. This conference is open to the pub-
lic.
